Students know about mental health or safety concerns among their peers
before adults do. In fact, in past school attacks in the United States, 92% of
those who noticed concerning behaviors in advance were schoolmates.

Feelings of anxiety or intimidation, fear of retaliation or not knowing
who to talk to may result in students not sharing their safety concerns.
Safe+Sound lowa removes these barriers with easy and convenient ways
to make a report securely and anonymously.
