Body mass index (BMI) is used to measure overweight
and obesity status. A BMI of 25.0 to <30 falls within the
overweight range. A BMI of 30.0 or higher falls within
the obesity range. In the BRFSS, BMI is calculated
from the self-reported height and weight of survey
participants.
