Chlamydia, Gonarrhea. and Syphilis are all explicitly repertable to the IDPH within 2 days.

Chlamydia

« Culture isolation of C. trachomatis:

« Demonstration of C. trachomatis clinical specimen by antigen or nucleic acid:

« Positive C. trachomatis serclogy.

Gonorrhea

« Isaolztion of typical gram-negative, oxidase-pozitive diplococci from a cliniczl specimean:

« N gonerrhiosze in 2 clinical specimen by dataction of antigen or nucleic acid;

s Gram-negative intracellular diplococci in a urethrzl smear obtained from 2 male.

Syphilis

+ T. pallidum in 2 clinical specimen by darkfield microscopy. DFA-TE or equivalent methods:

= A reactive serology test for T. pallidum and all WVDRL in cerebrospinal fluid {CSF) or serologic specimen:
« T. pallidum in late lesions by fluorescent antibody or special stains:

« All RPR; macroscopic nontreponemal flocculation card test used to screan for syphilis.
